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The Rescue Report 
 

While thinking of a topic for this monthôs article, my mind kept     

coming back to the words ñextraordinary effortò in relationship to 

events, one local and one national, both of which make me feel     

extremely proud.  First for our own story.  As most of you know, 

EGRR has had to deal with a significant influx of dogs with            

expensive medical issues due in large part to the economy. Two 

such dogs are 8 year old Milo, who was dumped at the King  County  

shelter after his owner died, and 4 year old Pumpkin, whose owner is facing serious 

medical problems which forced her to relinquish him.   Both dogs have been dealing for 

some time with torn cruciate ligaments in their knees ï Milo in his right knee and 

Pumpkin in both knees.  Due to the amount of pain he had, Milo would rarely put 

weight on his leg when he arrived in foster care but that improved with appropriate 

medication.  The boys are similar in other ways ï both are large, handsome, dark    

reddish-gold with impeccable Golden temperaments.   

After much research, the      
decision was made to do 
TPLOôs on both dogs with a 
local surgeon.  That was the 
easy part.  The real challenge 
was finding someone to foster 
them after their surgery.  Plans 
were made and then changed 
several times and I will spare 
you the details other than to 
say that several people worked 
to make this happen.   The end 
result, which falls in the       
category of ñextraordinaryò in 
my opinion, is that Milo and 
Pumpkin had their surgeries a 
week apart and are               
recuperating and doing well at 
Rich and Sue Randallôs home.   Despite having a trip to the east coast planned in   
September for their sonôs wedding, they offered to see Milo through his surgery. Then, 
when it appeared that Pumpkinôs surgery might have to be delayed due to foster home 
issues, they offered to foster him post-op as well.  We are still working on who will take 
Milo and Pumpkin while the Randallôs are gone but I am sure it will work out.  Words 
are totally inadequate when trying to express my appreciation to Sue and Rich for their 
efforts in caring for these two dogs but I know that Milo and Pumpkin thank them many 
times a day with their smiles and tail wags.   The fact that Milo is already walking better 
than he did before surgery makes their work even sweeter.

EGRR is not the only group facing  
significant challenges.  Although our senior 
foster population is low right now, many 
Rescues report having more senior dogs 
than they can place.  GRCAôs National  
Rescue Committee Chair, Carol Allen, and 
her team of regional reps decided to take 
action and came up with a plan to move 
seniors from the southeastern part of the 
country, where they are in abundance, to 
the west coast where there are more       
options.  The details are still being worked 
out but it will be funded by a grant from the 
Golden Retriever Foundation.  The likely 
departure point will be Tennessee with the 
destination Homeward Bound Golden     
Retriever Rescue and Sanctuary in northern 
California.  Some dogs may remain at 
Homeward Bound but many will then be 
transported to various Rescues on the west 
coast.  The logistics of the plan are being 
worked on and it is not clear if EGRRôs help will be needed but we will certainly 
try to do our part. What I find important here is that the leadership did more than 
just listen when various Rescue groups voiced their concerns and challenges.  
They stepped up to plate, came up with a plan including funding and is now work-
ing at implementing it.    
 
Hats of to Carol Allen and the National Rescue Committee!! 
 
I will close with the reminder that Rescue will be holding a raffle during the up-
coming Agility Trial.  Thank you, EGRC for this opportunity ï again. Donations of 
raffle items would be greatly appreciated and come prepared to buy tickets as 
these two boys need your support!
