amazing. This couple, so distraught by the
conditions that these dogs were living in,
purchased all eleven dogs, four adults and seven
9 wk old puppies, with the understanding that they
would go to EGRR. You can imagine the urgent
phone call that Desiree made next i to me - and
how this propelled people into action.

Fortunately, Rich and Sue Randall have their
lovely barn that has been converted to dog
kennels and a grooming area inside. The same
kennels that recently housed Uno, Due and Tre

Thank goodness, the Randall 6s were home and

the barn was vacant. Their response was

To make things even more exciting, their daughter,
Deb, and partner, Al, were visiting from Ethiopia and
they had about 12 people coming for dinner that
night.

Saturday afternoon was spent getting six pups and
the adults settled into separate areas. The couple
who purchased the dogs kept one of the 9 wk old
pups. On Sunday all of the dogs were bathed and
three of the adults were sent to foster homes. Nine
month old Abby was spayed on Monday and the dam,
4 yr old Didi, was spayed on Tuesday. The sire, 4 yr
old Samson was neutered and had 2 teeth extracted
that Wednesday. Eleven year old Sadie, lovingly
referred to as Grandma, remained at the Randalls.
