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EGRC AGILITY TRIALS

Every year in June and September,
EGRC has an agility trial. We are lucky
enough to be one of the largest trials in
our area, which means a lot of hard work
for our club members but with a nice
reward for the club. This year, AKC now
allows mix breeds, which will bring new
competitors, increased revenue and a
chance to educate the public about the
benefits of owning and training a dog.

The process for each trial begins a year
in advance with hiring judges, securing
dates and working with the trial secretary
and AKC. Once the applications are in
and the premium is out, the trial secretary and trial chair handle the day to day
guestions from the competitors.

The day before the trial,
the workers come out of
the woodwork from both
the club and competitors
making set up a breeze.
Each day of the trial,
workers are needed for
ring stewarding, leash
running, and the all
important food workers.
This requires a minimum of \
40 workers each day. With
everyone stepping in to fill
the necessary positions, it
all runs like well oiled
machine. Of course, this does require club members to give two weekends a
year to help provide revenue for the club and rescue. If you are interested in
helping with the trials, make sure and contact Marcia MacDonald
(mmacgold@comcast.net).
