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2010 Hunt Test 
 
I think EGRC must have put on 
about 15 Hunt Tests over the 
years and 2010 was one of the 
most smoothly run I have seen.  
Due to a date conflict with another 
club as well as a desire to 
increase entries for folks trying to 
qualify for the Master National, we 
held the Test in April rather than 
August. The MN will be in 
California this year, and the last 
date to qualify is July 31, so by
